Dear Parents/Carers,

Please find attached a copy of the OfSTED Report following our recent inspection.  For your information, the OfSTED Framework for Inspection has been recently revised to more closely scrutinise teaching, the curriculum, pupil development and leadership and management.

During the inspection, OfSTED observed that the quality of teaching has improved, some aspects of the curriculum have had positive effects, pupils enjoy their time at school, pupils' behaviour around school and in lessons is good and at times very good and that pupils engage well with the local community.
OfSTED also commented that teachers, leaders and managers are a committed team, motivated to embed ambition for further improvement and as a result, attainment rose in 2010 at the end of both Key Stages.   The school now has accurate self-evaluation and a clear plan as to what needs to be done to sustain this improvement and that governing body is now demonstrating a will to provide robust challenge and support to the school

There are, of course, areas that were identified that we need to improve, which are all in line with our School Improvement Plan. These are:-
· At the most senior level, for the school to engage more closely and positively with parents and carers and to take more account and act upon their suggestions and concerns

· Raise attainment to above average and accelerate pupils' progress

· Increase the proportion of good and better teaching

· Enable leaders and managers at all levels to be more effective in driving improvement

· Improve children's outcomes to good in the Early Years Foundation Stage

We acknowledge the challenges our school faces, however, the Governing Body and staff are absolutely determined to rebuild the trust and confidence of the parents.  We understand this will take time, but we recognise that everyone wishes to see sustained and significant improvement in pupil outcomes.

You will have the opportunity to meet all the staff and Governing Body and to discuss the Inspection Report at the Parents’ Forum tomorrow at 7pm. We hope you will be able to join us.
